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Sinner, Djokovic reach Shanghai Masters

SHANGHAI, OCT 12:
Top-ranked Jannik Sinner
will chase his seventh ATP
title of the year in the
Shanghai Masters final af-
ter beating Tomas Machac
6-4, 7-5 on Saturday.

Victory ensured Sinner
will be the ATP year-end
No. 1and thefirst Italian to
achieve that feat.

His 64th match win of the
year set up a final against
Novak Djokovic, who over-
came physical discomfort to
beat seventh-ranked Taylor
Fritz 6-4, 7-6 (6) and move
closer to a 100th career title
and arecord-extending fifth
at Shanghai.

The 24-time Grand Slam
champion also improved to
10-0 in his career matches
against Fritz, who blew a 5-3
lead in the second-set
tiebreaker and a set point at
6-5up.

Djokovic was clearly
struggling for mobility and
balance with his left knee
heavily strapped, but U.S.
Open runner-up Fritz could
not take advantage.

He lost a long rally at 6-6
and succumbed on the first
match point when Djokovic
stabbed a volley at the net
and the American flicked it
justlong at full stretch.

Djokovic leads 4-3 over-
all against Sinner, who has
won the last two — includ-
ing in the Australian Open
semifinals.

Earlier, Sinner weathered
a nearly two-hour baseline
storm from No. 33-ranked
Machac, who beat No. 2
Carlos Alcaraz in the quar-
terfinals.

The Italian has a shot at
his third Masters title in
2024 following victories in
Miami and Cincinnati, to go

with his wins at the Aus-
tralian Open and U.S.
Open. “I just tried to stay
there every point, to see
what was going to happen,”
Sinner said. “Just playing
every point with the maxi-
mum intensity | could, so
I’'m very happy about that.
I’'m happy to be back ina fi-
nal again.

“I'm just looking forward
to (thefinal), totrytofinda
solution somehow ... and
hopefully it's going to win
the match.” Sinner
fired 10 aces and 28 win-
ners, against only seven un-
forced errors, in a charac-

teristically efficient
performance.
Wuhan  OpenSecond-

ranked Aryna Sabalenka
rallied from a slow start to
beat an in-form Coco Gauff
1-6, 6-4, 6-4 in the semifi-
nals to advance to her third
straight Wuhan final and
preserve her perfect record
at the tournament.

Sabalenka will face sev-
enth-ranked Zheng Qinwen
in the final. The Paris
Olympics champion beat
No. 51-ranked Wang Xinyu
6-3, 6-4. Sabalenka will be
bidding for her fourth title
of the season, which in-
cludes the Australian Open
and U.S. Open.

The Belarussian’s 16th
straight victory at Wuhan
ended Gauff’'s own recent
win streak at nine, includ-
ing the China Open title last
week. But it looked any-
thing but certain for Sa-
balenka as she crashed 6-1
in the opening set.

“In the first set she was
justcrushing it,” Sabalenka
said. “Whatever she was do-
ing, everything was flying
in. Everything was so ag-
gressive. I didn’t have much
opportunities.”

In afight between the last
two U.S. Open champions,
Gauffled by abreak early in
the second but Sabalenka

responded to pull level at 4-
4 and saved a break point
on serve to take a 5-4 lead.

Serving to stay in the set,
Gauff was broken as Sa-
balenka hit a lunging fore-
hand volley to force a decid-
ing set.

The Belarussian carried
her momentum into the
third, extending her streak
to seven games for a 3-0
lead. Gauff fought back to
level at 4-4, but Sabalenka
held strong to halt Gauff’s
run.

Sabalenka broke once
more after Gauff hit her
season-worst 21st double
fault on match point, end-
ing the 2 ¥2-hour match.

“1 know what she’s going
through. Thisis really diffi-
cult,” said Sabalenka, who
had issues on her serve in
the past. “But | know that if
she’ll be able to overcome
this serve situation, I'm
pretty sure she’s going to be
one of the greatest players.”

3rd T201: Samsonton powers Indiato 133-runwin, 3-0 series sweep against Bangladesh

HYDERABAD,, OCT 12:
Sanju Samson’s ebullient
maiden T20 International
hundred dotted India’s re-
sounding 133-run victory and
3-0 series sweep over a listless
Bangladesh here on Saturday.

Once India broomed away
records like rotten twigs while
posting 297 for 6 after electing
to bat, it was always a case of

eventual margin of win and
Bangladesh never really of-
fered a meaningful fight, end-
ing up at 164/7 in the third
and final T20l.

Pacer Mayank Yadav (2/32)
and leg-spinner Ravi Bishnoi
(3/30) led the hosts’ bowling
effort.

Samson (111, 47 balls, 11x4,
8x6), who hammered the sec-
ond fastest T201 century by an
Indian after Rohit Sharma (35
balls), and skipper Suryaku-
mar Yadav (75, 35 balls, 8x4,
5x6), biffed 173 runs during an
electrifying second wicket
stand, propelling the hosts
past several records.

The total was second in the
all-time list of the highest
T20l team totals behind
Nepal's 314 and ahead of

Afghanistan’s 278/3, and also
India’s highest in the shortest
format.

They were purely amazing
stats even taking into account a
barren pitch and lighting
quick outfield.

But beyond that cold realm
of numbers, Samson’s innings
was touched by his esoteric ge-
nius, the ingredient that
makes him compelling and
frustrating in equal measure.

But the Kerala right-hander
chose to display his captivat-
ing side on the field on a
clement Hyderabad night and
Bangladesh withered quickly.

Samson needed a big effort
after lukewarm outings in the
first two matches in Gwalior
and New Delhi and, oh boy,
did he make it count here!

Samson’s brand-new purpose
found an immediate on-field
expression as he pummelled
pacer Taskin Ahmed for four
consecutive fours—two cover
drives and as many flicks—in
the second over of the innings.

It was the perfect teaser for
the blockbuster action that
unfolded in the next 10.3
overs.

The rapid start also helped
India move past the early dis-
missal of opener Abhishek
Sharma (4), falling to a poorly-
timed pull off slinger quick
Tanzim Hasan.

Suryakumar was a mere
spectator once  Samson
slipped into top gear with an
array of mind-spinning shots.
That could be the biggest trib-
ute for the 29-year-old’s

knock.

It is quite tough to put
Suryakumar to shade in T20ls
but Samson did that with a
knock of rare brilliance as In-
dia raced to 82 for 1 in Power
Play and 152 for 1 after 10
overs.

It was so glaring in the 10th
over when leg-spinner Rishad
Hossain came to bowl. Hos-
sain erred in line and length
and Samson creamed him for
five consecutive sixes, includ-
ing a 105-meter monster.

But the most stunning shot
in Samson’s innings was a six
off the backfoot off pacer
Mustafizur Rahman.

Waiting deep inside the
crease, Samson judged the
slower ball to perfection, and
whacked it over extra cover for

a maximum, eliciting a de-
jected shrug and shake of head
from the experienced bowler.

Soon, he brought up his
hundred off 40 balls with a
boundary off off-spinner Ma-
hedi Hasan and celebrated
with a roar and punch before
getting melted into a tightem-
brace by his captain.

Suryakumar reminded the
gallery of his presence, smash-
ing Tanzim for three fours and
asixwhile reaching his fifty in
23 balls. But both the batters
fell in the space of adding 10
runs. Samson was jettisoned
by Mustafizur’s well-directed
bouncer and Suryakumar be-
came Mahmudullah’s last
T20I victim, giving a simple
catch to Rishad in deep.

But by then India had

reached 206 for three in the
15th over.

That itself was a daunting
total but Hardik Pandya (47,
18 balls, 4x4, 4x6) and Riyan
Parag (34, 13 balls, 1x4, 4x6)
flogged the dead horse to milk
afurther 70 runs for the fourth
wicket as India raced to a mas-
sive total.

Once Mayank ousted Pervez
Hossain in the first ball of
Bangladesh innings, they
struggled for momentum in
the always futile chase of 298.

The tourists did not have the
resources even to attempt a
powerful chase as knocks by
Towhid Hridoy (63 not out, 42
balls, 5x4, 3x6 ) and Litton
Das (42, 25 balls, 8x4) re-
mained distant specks in the
match’s scoresheet.
