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Deputy Commissioner
Udhampur, Saloni Rai to-
day chaired a meeting of
the District Level Commit-
tee under the Narco Coor-
dination Centre NCORD to
review and reinforce mea-
sures aimed at curbing
drug abuse in the district.

The meeting was at-
tended by Additional
Deputy Commissioner,
Prem Singh and senior of-
ficers from concerned de-
partments.

A detailed review was un-
dertaken on key aspects of
drug prevention and con-
trol, including identifica-
tion and rehabilitation of
addicts, cases registered
under the Narcotic Drugs
and Psychotropic Sub-
stances Act, surveillance of
educational institutions,
inspection of de-addiction
centres and awareness

campaigns conducted un-
der IEC and Nasha Mukt
Panchayat initiatives.

The committee also de-
liberated on strengthening
inter-departmental coordi-
nation to effectively track
and apprehend individuals
involved in drug traffick-
ing, identify drug abuse
hotspots and promote
community-level rehabili-
tation and awareness ef-
forts. The DC directed all
departments to intensify
counseling services and
further enhance IEC activi-

ties to sensitize the public
about the harmful effects of
drug abuse. She instructed
Principals of Colleges to or-
ganize regular awareness
programmes within their
institutions. The CMO was
asked to conduct sensitiza-
tion and counseling ses-
sions for healthcare staff
and to expand IEC cam-
paigns across all health in-
stitutions in the district.

Stressing the need for
strict enforcement, the DC
called for intensified action
to seize illicit substances

and safeguard the youth
from the menace of drug
addiction. She emphasized
a coordinated and collabo-
rative approach among all
line departments to dis-
mantle drug supply chains
and ensure a comprehen-
sive, community-driven
fight against substance
abuse. SDMs were also di-
rected to organize aware-
ness drives and sensitize
the public about the ill ef-
fects of drug abuse within
their respective jurisdic-
tions.

DC chairs NCORD meeting; reviews 
drug control measures in Udhampur
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Deputy Commissioner
Jammu, Dr. Rakesh Min-
has, who is also the Chair-
man Regional Transport
Authority, today convened
a meeting to review and fi-
nalise the functioning and
operationalisation of the
New Bus Stand Jammu.

The meeting focused on
resolving traffic conges-
tion, streamlining trans-
port operations and imple-
menting systematic
route-wise allocation of
bays and ticketing coun-
ters.

The meeting was at-
tended by Additional
Deputy Commissioners,
Vidhu Shekhar and An-
suya Jamwal, SSP Traffic
Jammu City, Amit Bhasin,
Regional Transport Officer
Jammu, Jasmeet Singh be-
sides representatives of
various Taxi and Tempo
Traveller associations and
other concerned depart-
ments.

During the meeting, the
Deputy Commissioner
made it unequivocally
clear that the unnecessary
choking of city roads will
no longer be tolerated.

Strict directives were is-
sued stating that no taxi or
tempo will be allowed to
halt or cause bottlenecks at
vital traffic nodes, particu-
larly near St. Peter's
School, BC Road,
Ambphalla Chowk, Indira
Chowk, KC Chowk, Hari
Singh Park and the Gov-
ernment Super Speciality
Hospital.

A detailed formal order
containing these regula-
tory measures has been is-
sued. For the awareness of
the general public, copies
of this detailed order have
been shared on official so-
cial media accounts of Dis-
trict Magistrate Jammu
besides other media plat-
forms. No operator shall
operate from any bay or

Ticketing Counter other
than the one allotted with-
out prior written approval
of the RTA, the order man-
dates.

To address the issue
comprehensively, the DC
announced a dedicated,
earmarked space for taxi
and tempo operators. The
top floor of the JDA park-
ing facility at the Jammu
Bus Stand has been allo-
cated exclusively for taxi
and tempo unions to func-
tion as a centralised board-
ing and deboarding hub for
all routes, a move aimed at
bringing order to the city's
transport network and eas-
ing congestion within core
city limits.

To ensure uniform com-
pliance, Dr. Minhas made

clear that any unautho-
rised boarding and de-
boarding, whether by taxi
and tempo associations or
any other bus service, will
be strictly penalised.

It was also mandated
that Jammu Smart City
Buses must conduct their
boarding and deboarding
operations solely from
within the Bus Stand
premises, besides other
designated bus stops.

The DC directed SSP
Traffic Jammu City and
RTO Jammu to ensure rig-
orous on-ground enforce-
ment of all decisions taken
during the meeting, while
assuring full administra-
tive support to unions that
comply with the new direc-
tives.
