Asked if he has seen the Saiyaara fan edits, Ahaan
said, “I’m off Instagram right now because I’m work-
ing on my second film. I tend to internalise a lot. And I
try to live the way my character would. I don’t see him
as someone who’d be doomscrolling, so I’ve tuned out

of that space. That said, some of these edits are gen-
uinely impressive. Sometimes I feel like these creators
are even better than professionals."
