Bhumi had then spoken about the environment chil-
dren are growing up in and questioned society’s response to such
incidents.

The actor said, “Breaks my heart to see under age boys go
through with something so heinous. Imagine the environments
they are growing up in. We are punishing the voiceless in our
country, and have sensationalised, dogs being a threat."

Actors Kangana Ranaut and Ridhi Dogra have also recently

spoken about women valuing their independence and raising con-
cerns around marriage-related pressures.
